Host Family Conditions

Family accommodation is booked in units of 7 nights,
beginning and ending on Saturday or Sunday.

Students wishing to arrive earlier in the week before the
beginning of their course or wishing to remain in the family
for extra days (maximum: 2 days) at the end of the course
must make special arrangements at the time of booking.

Punctuality and attendance

Students must keep an attendance rate of at least 85% for their
programme and must not be more than 5 minutes late to class.
A student will be recorded as absent is they are more than 5
minutes late to class or leave more than 5 minutes early from
class.
