Length

Most students study 12, 24, 36, or 48 weeks and then go on to take another course such
as Business English, IELTS Preparation, University Pathway or Canadian College Business
Management program.

English Level Requirements

There is no requirement to join General English. You will take a placement test on the first day
of school and start from the most suitable level. It takes an average of 2 months to advance to
the next level.
