Any program that offers 18 or more hours a week is eligible for an F-1 visa.
How much do your programs cost?
Visit tlc.edu/pricing to find information about program and housing costs, as
well as discounts.
What advice does TLC have for my visa interview?
Be ready to speak in English and keep your answers simple. Prepare
examples of how you’ll use English in your career or studies and explain your
ties to your home country. If your visa is denied, don’t argue—ask which
documents you should bring to strengthen a future application.
Does TLC offer certificates?
Yes. A Certificate of Completion is granted to those that complete all levels
offered for a program, and a Certificate of Attendance is granted to to those
that end before completing all levels of a program.
